Prior to creating your PDF you must first check that all the links and fonts used in your
document are updated and intact. The following simple steps will help in making the printing
of your files easy and efficient.

* (16) If your document has No Bleed (images
or graphics that stop at the document’s
margins, no less than .25"), your Bleed
setting should be set to “0” on all 4 sides.

* No marks are necessary.

Document Bleed Settings (bleed)

e (17) If your document has Bleed (images or
graphics that continues past the document’s
margins and past the trim area) your Bleed
setting should be set to “.125"” on all 4 sides.

* No marks are necessary.

Make Your Hi-Res PDF!

e (18) Click on the “Save PDF" button at the
bottom of your window.

e Your file will save in the location that you
specified in step 13 with the name that you
gave your document.
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
